Last year the Rural Pastoral Support Worker for this area, Andy Jerrard, was appointed with a brief of getting 
alongside individuals as a listening ear to the farming and rural communities of this part of Devon. 

To develop this, it was decided that being in Holsworthy Livestock Market would be a good idea: So four clergy 
people take one Wednesday each month to be alongside Andy. Kivells Auctioneers have taken really positive 
view of our presence in the market and we appreciate their welcome.

Being in the market is very interesting as there is an opportunity to see the way market trends are going.  The 
seasons bring different types of  livestock, such as spring lambs, cull  ewes, breeding sheep, autumn busk 
calves, cow sales, calf, fat-stock etc. Different stock sales bring different groups of farmers into the market 
although there are those, such as the buyers of stock, who are there more frequently. 

The canteen is a good place to meet people over coffee, or for all day breakfast and lunch, and here we listen 
to the stories of farming life in all its colours. 

We are there to listen and to help in any way. We are not there to convert! It is a clergy presence that under-
girds and reassures the market community that the Church has not abandoned its rural dwellers.
